BRIGHTON HF RAMBLING CLUB

REVISED FORM OF CONSTITUTION

11TH NOVEMBER 2019
1.    The Club is called 'Brighton H.F. Rambling Club' hereinafter called 'The Club'.

2.    The Club shall be a Local Group of HF Holidays Ltd.

3.    The objects of the Club shall be:  'To stimulate within its own area a really healthy enjoyment of leisure, encourage the love of the open air and promote social and international friendship'.

4.a Membership shall be open to all who are in sympathy with the objects of the Club.  This can be assumed in the case of application from members of HF Holidays Ltd.

b   The Officers and Committee may invite potential members to attend activities of the Club before joining.

c.  The committee is empowered to decide that the membership of any person shall not be renewed after the   expiration of their current year.

d. There may be Life Members and Honorary Members elected by the members at an Annual General Meeting.

5 a. The Officers of the Club shall be President, Chairman, Honorary Secretary, Honorary Treasurer, Rambles Secretary, and Social Secretary elected annual at the Annual General Meeting.

b.  The Club shall be governed by the Officers of the Club together with a Committee of Four members.   Committee Members to be elected for only two years at a time.
6.  The Committee shall have the power to co-opt members on to sub-committees for any particular purpose.

7.  The Annual Subscription shall be fixed at the Annual General Meeting and shall be due on 1st January each year.

8.  The Annual General Meeting, at which the reports of the Officers and the Annual Accounts to the previous 30th September shall be presented, shall be held in November each year.

9.  Notices of propositions to be submitted to the Annual General Meeting must be in the hands of the Secretary by 1st October.

10.  No alteration in the Constitution of the Club shall be made except by a majority of two-thirds of the members of the Club present at an Annual General Meeting or Special General Meeting, of which all members of the Club have been notified, specifying the proposed alteration or alterations, at which at least one-fifth of the total number of members of the Club are present.

11. Any twenty members acting together may, by written notice, request the Secretary to convene an Extraordinary General Meeting of the Club and the Secretary shall within four weeks of the service of such notice, convene such an Extraordinary General Meeting with an agenda to discuss that matter only.
12.  Resolutions at the Annual General Meeting will be passed by a simple majority of those present at the Annual General Meeting.   In the event of a tie in the number of votes cast, the Chairman of the meeting will have the casting vote.

13.  Notice of any Committee Meeting shall be given to members of the Committee seven clear days before the date of the meeting.   A quorum shall be four members of such Committee.
